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PLEASE HELP THE 36 FAMILIES BURNED OUT OF THEIR HOME 
 

What would your club do to respond this local disaster? For more than ninety years, Lions have provided 
humanitarian assistance to people affected by disasters. Lions remain dedicated to serving their communi-
ties, especially in time of crisis. 
 
PIP Jimmy Ross was instrumental in forming the Lions ALERT �program in 2006. The mission of the  
Lions ALERT �program is: To provide Lions with a standardized structure and network to deliver needed  
services to people in emergency situations. 
 
A Level One emergency affects a few people. A single house fire or localized flood is an example. A  
single Lions club would handle. The club may be eligible to request a Texas Lions Foundation Emergency 
Grant.  
 
A Level Two emergency affects a larger geographical area. An example would be a tornado and might re-
quire a coordinated district response.  The district may be eligible to request a LCIF Emergency Grant. 
 
A Level Three emergency affects hundreds or thousands of people. The aid can be provided by a multiple 
district or several multiple districts in the event such as a major hurricane, tsunami or earthquake. Lions 
would work alongside the first responders such as the government or the International Red Cross. 
 
The purpose of the Lions ALERT �is not to replace the local authorities and first responders but to assist 
them where help is needed or not provided. You individual Lions club should contact your local authorities 
to make them aware that your club is available to assist where needed. This especially true in the smaller 
communities.  
 
Several communities are starting a local CERT Team (Community Emergency Response Team). There is 
a training class to attend to become a certified member of a CERT Team.. This training will give you with 
the necessary information to assist your family and neighbors immediately following a disaster.  
 
Either the local civilian CERT coordinator or the local authority in charge of the CERT Team are a good 
source for speakers at your club meetings.  
 
District 2-X1 has been lucky the last two years to survive without a major catastrophe. We would like to 
form a committee with a representative from each of the nine (9) zones to coordinate any needs with the 
district officers.
